10 a.m. to 5 p.m. daily (check-in begins at 10 a.m., includes general admission to the
Science Center and lunch buffet)

o $32.99 per adult ($29.99 members), $27.99 per child ages 2-12, ($24.99 members)

o Watch the Air Show from the Science Center’s terrace overlooking North Coast Harbor.
Enjoy family games and activities. Includes general admission to the Science Center and
a buffet lunch from 11 a.m. to 3 p.m. Seating is provided but guests may bring their own
chairs as well.
